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Winter Storm Causing Power Outages

Des Moines, Iowa, Feb. 24, 2007 — Iowa’s electric cooperatives are reporting power outages due to the winter storm currently blanketing the state.  Currently outages are being reported by electric cooperatives from the Clarion and Thompson, Iowa, areas south to the Missouri border and east to the Illinois border. Exact numbers of member-consumers without power are not available at this time due the fact this is an ongoing weather system and ice continues to accumulate on power lines. 

The Iowa Association of Electric Cooperatives is coordinating with crews from electric cooperatives in neighboring states including Illinois, Minnesota and Missouri to assist with expediting power restoration efforts. 

More information will be available once outage assessments are compiled.
